Experiment: 

Action of heat on magnesium ribbon
Instructions:


1. Place a spiral a magnesium ribbon in a weighed crucible.

2. Record the new mass.

3. Heat strongly on a tripod and pipe-clay triangle until no further change occurs.  You will need to lift the lid using some crucible tongs from time to time. Make sure that only a little smoke escapes from the crucible.
4. Allow to cool and reweigh the crucible and contents.
